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>  These are the results of the consultation on moorin g policies carried out Nov 2009 to Jan 2010. We
received 162 responses to this consultation, 2 of w  hich did not contain answers to the principles
discussed and are therefore not included here. Than ks to all those who took the time to reply.

> What's been done

The consultation closed at the end of January and s ince then we’ve worked with a team a
volunteers to carry out an initial trial to judge t he viability of using volunteers to assess
responses. The productive feedback helped shape the eventual system used. Then, the team of
11 volunteers successfully assessed 156 responses w ithin the framework that some had helped
design (a few responses were assessed by BW as part  of the trial).

The results from the assessing phase were then pass  ed on to another volunteer who by
profession is an analyst — usually in the logistics field. The results you are about to read have
been produced independently in this way.

>  What happens next?

>
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All major boating organisations have agreed to meet with us and some of the volunteers to
discuss and agree on the meaning of the results. Th  is meeting will take place in May.

Because there is an overwhelming ‘thumbs up’ to pilo ting local mooring strategies, and to
prevent unnecessary delays, work on establishing th e first local steering group on the Western
end of the Kennet & Avon Canal may commence before this meeting is held.
