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Industrial Estates and Retail Parks

Introduction

During the Lowland Canals Freight Action Plan Phase 1 investigations into
businesses which could use the canal for freight, a number of small businesses which
individually would not generate sufficient freight for the canals were identified.
Many of these small businesses were situated on industrial estates, trading estates or
retail parks which, if considered as a whole, instead of as a collection of individual
businesses, might generate sufficient freight to make use of the canals viable. This
section of the report for Phase 1 of the LC FAP identifies industrial estates close to
the canal, as well as some which are located further afield but with good road links to
potential loading / unloading sites.

Two main potential types of freight were identified for industrial estates / retail parks,
these are:

e Waste & Recycling

e Building Materials

The industrial estates are listed alphabetically by local authority area. Each industrial
estate is given a reference number such as: IE/FC/1. Where IE indicates an industrial
estate (or similar), FC indicates that it is in the Falkirk Council local authority area,
and the final number identifies individual locations within each local authority area in
alphabetical order.

In order to facilitate navigation in the document, divider pages have been included for
each local authority.
