Please note we are unable to accept any expressions of interest from trip boats.
Along with the existing long term mooring sites within London we have created over 300 pre-bookable towpath berths over 11 sites for a 6 week period during the main games for visitors who wish to come to London during the Olympic period, full details of these can be found at:
